This written statement should include the following information:

1) the name and address of the church;

2) the date and amount of each donation;

3) a statement that the only benefit received in lieu of the donation
was intangible religious benefit (meaning no goods or services were
given to the individual making the donation).

W2, W3, 1099 and 1096. These are available to our churches and
are on a first-come, first-serve basis.
